Objective(s):
SWBAT listen to examples of work songs/field hollers/early blues.

SWBAT aurally and kinesthetically experience the difference between various tempi by chanting Kodaly rhythms (slow- moderate- fast – very fast)

SWBAT compose a short melody using 5 notes (C, D, E, F, G) and play in various tempi. (largo – andante – allegro -- presto)

SWBAT identify various tempi using Italian terms

PROCEDURE:
Outline:

Listen to examples of spirituals, work songs/field songs (4)

Chanting sixteenth/eighth note rhythms at 4 different tempi

Compose a short melody on keyboard using 5 notes (C,D,E,F,G).

SET-UP: 

1) Have the four different sixteenth/eighth note patterns written on whiteboard horizontally.

2) Make sure every keyboard station has the “Tempo Checklist/Listening Quiz” Worksheet

~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~

Steps: 

Students on the floor in assigned circle seats.
~LISTENING~ (5 minutes)
T: Ask students what we as a nation celebrate throughout the month of February. (“Black History Month”)

T: “We are going to listen to 4 spirituals/work songs sung by slaves as they worked out on the fields on plantations, were in prison, or just singing about their condition.”


****Play about 1:00 of each recording****

~CHANTING RHYTHMS~ (10 minutes)

1.) T: Asks students how to chant each of the 4 written rhythms.

2.) T and SS: Pat at largo tempo.  Chant each pattern at this tempo for about 15 sec. (Teacher eventually drop out)

Identify this tempo as largo, or slow. – write term on board
T and SS: Pat at andante tempo.  Chant each pattern at this tempo for about 15 sec.

Re-identify this tempo as andante, or moderate tempo- walking speed. – write term on board

T and SS: Pat at allegro tempo.  Chant each pattern at this tempo for about 15 sec.

Identify this tempo as allegro or fast. – write term on board

T and SS: Pat at presto tempo. Chant each pattern at this tempo for about 15 sec.

Identify this tempo as presto or really fast. – write term on board

3.) Chant entire 4-beat pattern at largo tempo.

      Chant entire 4-beat pattern at andante tempo.
      Chant entire 4-beat pattern at allegro tempo.

      Chant entire 4-beat pattern at presto tempo.  


********Students back to their assigned keyboard station seats in 20 seconds.********

~COMPOSE/SHARE~ (10 minutes)

T: Have students form C Major 5-finger position.  (Look around at each student to make sure they have the right position.) ------------ 2 minutes
SS: Compose a short melody using these 5 notes (C,D,E,F,G). --------------3 minutes
T: Call on students to share their melody. -------------------------- 5 minutes

~TEMPO CHECKLIST~ (7 minutes)

SS: Practice their melody at each of the various metronome markings given on worksheet.

At the end of 7 minutes, see who got to the fastest marking.

SS: There are 6 blanks.  For each number, write in the term that best describes the tempo.

Assessment:


-Aurally listen for students’ chanting of rhythm patterns at various tempi.


-Aurally listen to students’ compositions and at various tempi


-Review students’ work on Listening Quiz
