Materials: 

-recorders
Objective(s): 

-SWBAT use and review proper recorder technique in order to produce a characteristic tone.

-SWBAT use and review fingerings for a pentatonic scale (D, E, G, A, B)

-SWBAT play back patterns on recorder

-SWBAT compose a short melody using the notes of the D pentatonic scale

SET-UP: 

1) Draw fingerings for D, E, G, A, B on whiteboard

2)
Students seated at desks

Procedure (10 minutes)

1. Have ss hold recorder with proper hand position (left hand on top, right hand bottom)

2. Have ss show correct fingering for D………….. ss play D.

3. Have ss show correct fingering for E………….. ss play E.

4. Have ss show correct fingering for G………….. ss play G.

5. Have ss show correct fingering for A………….. ss play A.

6. Have ss show correct fingering for B………….. ss play B.

7. Teacher models going up pentatonic scale.  Have students play up pentatonic scale (while teacher points to fingerings).  

8. Teacher models going down pentatonic scale.  Have students play down pentatonic scale (while teacher points to fingerings).

9. Review of recorder technique: ASK STUDENTS FOR ANSWERS






WRITE ANSWERS ON BOARD.

(soft, light air; covering finger holes completely, not too much mouth on mouthpiece, etc.)

      10. Practice going from E to G and so on (putting down or removing 2 fingers)

11. Teacher models going up and down pentatonic scale.  Have students play up pentatonic scale (while teacher points to fingerings.)

12. Teacher plays 3-note patterns.  Students echo.

13. Teacher plays 4-note patterns.  Students echo.

14. Teacher plays a 5-note pattern.  Students echo.

15. Echo phrase by phrase- Spongebob Squarepants.

16 Teacher plays various songs consisting of these 5 notes (D, E, G, A, B)


-Doug Funny theme song (Nickolodean)


-Let it Be (Beetles)


-Under the Sea (The Little Mermaid)


-Spongebob Squarepants


-Go Tell it On the Mountain

17. “You can easily make a melody from just these 5 notes.”


Teacher makes up a melody on the spot.

18. CHALLENGE: In the next 3 minutes, come up with your own small melody and then we’ll share.

19. Go around and ask for any volunteers to share their melody.

Assessment:
-observe aurally and visually students’ technique

-observe aurally and visually students’ fingerings

-while students are working on a melody, walk around the room and listen

-listen to volunteers and their melodies

Contingency Plan: 

-Have a student play a 3- or 4-note pattern to play and have class echo back

-More time to compose another melody
